The many women I have met with these past years have increased their confidence and
strength in their leadership skills which in turn have made positive results in their churches.

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It began as a vision for Mycie Vue and Pastor Tong Zong Vang, Executive Director Hmong Baptist National Association,
to bring together the Hmong Christian women in Minnesota and Wisconsin for self-support and to build a spiritually
strong family.

On May 11th, 1996 Mycie held a meeting in Saint Paul, Minnesota consisting of one representative from each Hmong
Baptist church within Minnesota and Wisconsin to discuss their vision and turn this vision into reality.  This was the
beginning of the Minnesota-Wisconsin Hmong Woman’s Missionary Union (WMU).

Pastor Tong Zong connected Mycie to the state WMU and began to build the union with
the help of Karen Edwards, Betty Lynn Cadle, and Holly Lyndsay.  All three women have been a part of
WMU since the beginning and were excited to learn that the Hmong Christian community was interested in
being involved.  They continue to be strong advocates, supporters, and prayer warriors for the M-WHmong
WMU division.

The national WMU office is located in Alabama.  Founded in 1888, it supports the Southern Baptist
Convention that seeks to equip adults, youth, children and preschoolers with missions education to become
radically involved in the mission of God.  It offers ministry and missions opportunities both nationally and
internationally.  Today, it continues to apply its vision statement with every project they set out to do: WMU challenges Christian believ-
ers to understand and be radically involved in the mission of God.  Thus far, WMU has become the largest Protestant missions organiza-
tion for women in the world, with a membership of approximately 1 million.

The year following that initial meeting the first annual retreat took place in Eau Clare, Wisconsin with
just over 70 participants from Minnesota and Wisconsin congregations.  Ten years later there are over
200 participants each year from 11 churches.

The first major project the M-WHmong WMU contributed to was fundraising for the translation of the
Bible from English to Hmong.  Those who volunteered individually made hand-woven paj ntaub or
Hmong tapestries, and arts & crafts.  The money raised from this fully supported the making of the
Hmong Bible.  In 1998, it was finished and became the first Hmong Bible to be printed and distributed
throughout the world.

Initially the goals of Mycie and Pastor Tong Zong for the M-WHmong
WMU were to provide exceptional training for church leaders/consultants,
promote and be a resource to missionary work and outreach, and to estab-
lish spiritual support and guidance for the participants.

Today, the focus is to help young mothers with their spiritual walk and to
be a resource for the Minnesota and Wisconsin Hmong Southern Baptist
churches.  They continue to support churches in providing on-going train-
ing to key church leaders, send disciples out on missions trips, and provide
financial support.  The first overseas missions trip was held in 2000 in
Thailand.  There were four Hmong women who set out to spread the
gospel.

The four women who took part in this were Mycie Vue and Mee Vang from
the First Hmong Baptist Church in South Saint Paul, PaSong L. Vang from
the FHB church in City, and Ker X. Vang from the FHB church in City.
These four set out to teach villages how to read the Bible, teach Christian songs, the power of prayer, and how to share their faith.
